State of Illinois Promotes Green Infrastructure
In June of 2009, the State of Illinois passed a law to promote Green Infrastructure which requires the Illinois Environmental Protection Agency, in consultation with other state agencies such as the Illinois Department of Transportation, to report back to the Governor and the General Assembly within one year to evaluate and document the following topics:

1. The nature and extent of the impacts of urban stormwater runoff on water quality in Illinois; 
2. Potential urban stormwater management standards to address flooding, water pollution, stream erosion, habitat quality, and the effectiveness of green infrastructure practices to achieve such standards; 
3. The prevalence of green infrastructure use in Illinois; 
4. The costs and benefits of “green” versus “grey” infrastructure; (“Grey” infrastructure refers to traditional practices, such as storm sewers, that do not provide a water quality benefit. “Green” infrastructure uses soil and vegetation to reduce stormwater runoff rates, volumes, and pollutant loads.)
5. Existing and potential new urban stormwater management regulatory programs, methods, and feasibility of integrating a state program with existing and potential regional and local programs;
6. Findings and recommendations for adopting an urban stormwater management regulatory program which includes stormwater management standards and encourages the use of green infrastructure; and 
7. The feasibility and consequences of devoting 20% of the State’s Water Revolving Program to green infrastructure, water and energy efficiency, and other environmentally innovative activities on a long-term basis.
